The City of Taylor officially broke
ground to begin construction on the
$1.64 million capital improvement
project to build the new Central Fire
Station located at 200 Washburn St. in
downtown Taylor.

The new complex will have 8,044
square feet including four drive-through
bays that will accommodate up to five
fire trucks. Firefighter quarters include
two large dorm rooms and officer
quarters, three baths, kitchen, laundry
and living room. The facility also will
feature a separate training room, com-
puter/radio room and other amenities.

Designed by Komatsu Architecture, the
building contractor is J. L. Construction,
Ine. The project is funded by GO
bonds and completion is anticipated by
the end 0f 2006.
