Bring something for your creation to sit on, such as a plastic placemat.  

Entries must be submitted between 10/11—10/18 and will be displayed on our Facebook 
Page and in the library.  

Patrons will vote on their favorite pumpkins. Online and paper voting begins 10/19—10/29. 
The pumpkins with the most votes wins. Winners will be announced October 30. 

Dropped off entries will be available for pickup on October 29.
